NEW RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES

1.
Any residential structure constructed in the Village is required to meet requirements set forth by the Ohio EPA, Athens County Health Department, and the Village regarding water facilities.

2.
The Village shall not issue a permit to connect to a public water system until the applicant for such a permit has deposited in cash, or by certified check payable to the Village, the fees to be determined in accordance with the current criteria.


4.
In the event the Village ascertains that any private onsite water system has been constructed without a proper permit, the Village may disconnect such property from the private onsite water system and require the property owner to follow rules set forth.
PERMITS, SERVICES, METERING, METER READING, METER SIZES

RULE 9.  Every water service must be equipped with a meter, either purchased new from the Village Council or tested by the Amesville Water Department, if used.  Village Council reserves the right to reject used meters due to age or other reasons.


No meter smaller than 5/8” by ¾” shall be installed in a new building or residence.

RULE 10.  Any person, firm, corporation or other entity who is the owner of the property to be served desiring water service must sign an application at the Clerks Office before water service will be provided.  The Village Council shall require the owner to sign for rental property.  Water may be refused to an applicant owing for previous service.


RULE 11.  Meter Reading will be taken monthly if possible, on or near the last day of the month.  Meters must be installed in such manner and place that will make them readily accessible for reading.  If the meter reader is unable to obtain a reading, an estimated charge will be based on previous readings or similar services of the same use of water.


RULE 12.  Any person, firm, contractor, or corporation, in person or by agent desiring a water connection shall make application for a permit for such connection at the office of the Clerk.  There shall be but one house, trailer, or building on each meter.  There may be more than one meter for each building.  Each meter constitutes a separate service.  If a house contains more than one family unit and the owner of said units does not wish to separate the water system in said house so each unit can be separately metered then the person who made application for the water service as provided in rule 10 of these By-Laws shall pay the total monthly charges for water as established and each other unit contained in the same house shall pay the minimum monthly charge.


If a building contains more than one business and/or apartments and the owner of said units do not wish to separate the water system in said building so each business or apartment can be separately metered then the person who made the application for water service as provided in Rule 10 of these By-Laws shall pay the total monthly charges for water as established and each separate business or apartment contained in the same building shall pay the minimum monthly water charge.


RULE 13.  Once established, no service may be discontinued.  The property owner will be billed the minimum monthly amounts for water and sewer service even though there may be no usage.


RULE 14.  Each trailer used as residence or business shall be a separate service and require a tap and meter installation.


RULE 15.  Each meter of a size greater then 5/8” shall be provided with stop and waster cock on inlet and a stopcock on outlet piping.  Domestic meters of 5/8” shall have one gate valve in the inlet piping.  Such shut-offs shall be readily accessible.  Those valves must be functioning properly or the Village Council reserves the right to require necessary repairs to be made by the owner.


RULE 16.  Inspectors, meter readers or employees of the Amesville Water or Wastewater Department whose duty it may be to enter upon private premises to examine meters, pipes or other fixtures used in connection with the city water or wastewater system shall be equipped with a badge or such other credentials as the Village Council may deem necessary to identify them as agents of the Village Council.  Such inspectors, meter readers, or employees authorized by the Village Council must have free access at all reasonable hours to all parts of the building for the purpose of inspecting meters, examining fixtures and observing the manner in which the water is used or wastewater is discharged.  In case any authorized inspector, meter reader or employee is refused admittance to any examination, the water will be turned off and not turned on again until free access is given.


RULE 17.  No plumber or person shall make any extensions or alterations for conducting water into any premises, or discharging wastewater, until he first obtains a written permit from the Village Council office for each separate job, and must make a full and complete report on the back of the permit of the uses for which water is supplied.  Said report must be made within forty-eight hours after the completion of the work, and no stopcock shall be left open or water turned on unless the permit so states.
